Pursuant to the power conferred by Section
119 of the Petroleum (Submerged Lands) Act
1967, all vessels are prohibited, other than
vessels engaged in or in connection with the
petroleum exploration and/or production
operations authorised under that Act, from
entering or remaining in the safety zone
specified in the schedule, without my consent in
writing.

SCHEDULE
(1) The area within a distance of 500 metres

measured from each point of the outer edge
of the structure known as Casino 4
development well and subsea production
equipment situated at or about Latitude 38
degrees 47 minutes 13.03 seconds south,
Longitude 142 degrees 41 minutes 54.49
seconds east;

(2) the area within a distance of 500 metres
measured from each point of the outer edge
of the structure known as Casino 5
development well and subsea production
equipment situated at or about the point of
Latitude 38 degrees 47 minutes 43.68
seconds south, Longitude 142 degrees 44
minutes 44.60 seconds east;

(3) the area or areas within a distance of 500
metres measured from each point of the
outer edge of any anchor buoys or other

equipment deployed from the above
structures.
